Forord

Numismatiska klubben i Uppsala (NKU) bildades
ar 1969, med den numismatiske nestorn Bertel
Tingstrom som forste ordforande. Efter ett langt
och aktivt féreningsliv firar klubben nu, 4r 2019, sitt
50-arsjubileum. Foreliggande bok “Samlad Gladje
2019” ar den tredje i serien jubileumsbdcker - de
tvd tidigare utgavs i samband med 30-drsjubileet
1999 och 40-arsjubileet 2009.

Under den senaste 10-drsperioden har klubbens
huvudaktiviteter varitnumismatiska foreldsningar
av inbjudna prominenta foredragshallare, gemen-
samma resor till olika myntméassor, samt
numismatiska auktioner, i flera fall baserade pa
tryckta auktionskataloger.

Nya inslag i verksamheten har varit de
uppskattade subventionerade resorna till Berlin
ar 2014 med bestk pa bl.a Bodemuseet, till Wien
dr 2016 med besok pd numismatiska museer
och viirldens enda numismatiska universitets-
institution, samt en resa dr 2015 tillsammans
med Svenska Pollettféreningen till Vallonbruken
i Uppland. Referat fran de tva forsta resorna
har presenterats av Magnus Wijk i Svensk
Numismatisk Tidskrift, SNT 3.2015 respektive
SNT 4.2017.

Som tidigare har vart samarbete med Uppsala
universitets myntkabinett, med forestindarna
Harald Nilsson, Hendrik Mikeler och Ragnar
Hedlund, varit hogst givande med bl.a “Myntdag
i Uppsala”, “Money Talks” och deltagande i olika
bokslapp. Hir kan ocksd ndmnas samarbetet
med Svenska Numismatiska Foreningen (SNF) i
samband med bokslippet av “Locceniusboken”
och av Julia Krasnobaevas “Brennerbok”.

Foreningen “Mynt i Mailardalen” (MIM)
bildades &r 2013 som en sammanslutning
med sex myntklubbar, Eskilstuna Myntklubb,
Katrineholm-Flen-Vingdkers Myntklubb, Sigtuna
Myntklubb, Stockholma Myntklubb, Stringnis
Myntklubb och Numismatiska klubben i Uppsala.
MIM-samarbetet har drliga mynttriffar for
numismatisk gemenskap, god lunch och en storre
myntauktion. Samarbetet utokades dr 2017 med
Falu-Borlinge Myntklubb och MIM stdr darefter
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for “Mynt i Mellansverige”. De sju klubbarna
har nu arrangerat varsitt MIM-méte och ar 2020
startar en ny runda.

NKU svarade for de lokala arrangemangen
i samband med SNF:s drsmote i Uppsala i maj
2010. Sjilva drsmotet dgde rum pa den klassiska
Anatomiska teatern i Gustavianum. Uppsala
universitets myntkabinett och Uppsala domkyrka
visade upp sina imponerande samlingar. Har-
utover gjordes en uppskattad utflykt till Sala med
besok i silvergruvan. Bengt Hemmingsson héll
dér ett numismatiskt foredrag,.

Ett uppskattat inslag i NKU:s verksamhet
har varit decembermétena med foredrag och
gemensammiddag pdolikarestauranger. Klubbens
hedersmedlem Lars O. Lagerqvist har svarat
for inte mindre d@n 30 decemberforedrag under
perioden 1976 ~ 2013, en imponerande serie med
hogst intressanta numismatiska presentationer.
Under decembermétet ar 2017 visades en
videoinspelning med “Tiotusenkronorsfragan
1961-11-25", dar NKU:s forste ordférande Bertel
Tingstrom stod som vinnare. En nostalgisk
upplevelse.

Utdver hedersmedlemmen Lars O. Lagerqvist
har Harald Nilsson, tidigare NKU-ordférande,
samt Sven-Erik Olsson, NKU-medlem sedan star-
ten 1969, fordrats detta hedersamma medlemskap.

En sammanstillning av de olika klubbmdtena,
som haéllits under de senaste tio dren ges i bilaga
I i slutet pa boken. Som illustration till klubbens
aktiviteter visas i bilaga Il nagra fotografier tagna
den senaste tiodrsperioden.

Preface

The Numismatic Society in Uppsala (NKU) was
founded in 1969 with the numismatic nestor Bertel
Tingstrém as its first chairman. After a long period
of numismatic activities the club is now, in 2019,
celebration its 50-year jubilee. The present book
“Samlad Glidje 2019” is the third in a sequence of
jubilee books - the two earlier ones were published
in connection with the 30-year jubilee in 1999 and
the 40-year jubilee in 2009.

During the last 10-year period the main activities
of the club have been numismatic presentations
given by invited prominent lecturers, travels to
different coin exhibitions, and numismatic auction
sales, in several cases based on printed auction
catalogues.

New activities of the club has been the sub-
ventionized travels to Berlin in 2014 with visit
to e.g. the Bode Museum, to Vienna in 2016 with
visits to numismatic museums and to the only
numismatic university institute of the world, and
a travel in 2015 together with the Swedish Token
Society to the Vallon iron mills in Uppland. Reports
on the two first journeys have been presented by
Magnus Wijk in the Swedish Numismatic Journal,
SNT 3.2015 and SNT 4.2017, respectively.

The close collaboration with the Uppsala uni-
versity coin cabinet, with the directors Harald,
Nilsson, Hendrik Mikeler and Ragnar Hedlund,
has been very fruitful with eg. “Myntdag i
Uppsala”, “Money Talks” and participation in
different book releases. Here, we may also mention
the collaboration with the Swedish Numismatic
Society (SNF) in connection with the releases of
the “Loccenius book” and Julia Krasnobaeva's
“Brenner book”.

The numismatic society “Mynt i Malardalen”
(MIM) was formed in 2013 as a collaboration
between the six numismatic clubs in Eskilstuna,
Katrineholm-Flen-Vingdker, Sigtuna, Stockholm,
Stringnds and Uppsala. The MIM society has
annual meetings for numismatic discussions, a
good lunch and an auction sale. The Falu-Borlinge
Coin Club joined the society in 2017, and MIM
now stands for “Mynt i Mellansverige”. The seven
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clubs have now each arranged a MIM meeting,
and in 2020 a new round will start.

NKU made the local arrangement in connection
with the SNF annual meeting in May 2010 in
Uppsala. The actual meeting took place at the
classical “Anatomical Theatre” at Gustavianum.
Visits were also made to the Uppsala university
coin cabinet and to the Uppsala cathedral, both
showing their impressive collections. In addition,
an appreciated excursion to Sala was made with a
visit to the silver mine. Bengt Hemmingsson gave
there a numismatic presentation.

An appreciated part of the NKU activities has
been the December meetings with lectures and
dinners at different restaurants. The honorary
member Lars O. Lagerqvist has held no less
than 30 December presentations in the period
1976 - 2013, an impressive series of highly
interesting numismatic lectures. At the December
meeting in 2017, a video play was shown of
“Tiotusenkronorsfragan 1961-11-25" with NKU'’s
first chairman Bertel Tingstrom as a winner. A
nostalgic experience.

In addition to the honorary member Lars O.
Lagerqvist, this honorable membership has been
awarded to the previous NKU chairman Harald
Nilsson, and to Sven-Erik Olsson, NKU member
since the start in 1969.

A summary of the different club activities held
durig the latest ten years is given in Appendix I
at the end of the book. As an illustration of the
club activities, some photos taken the last 10-year
period are shown in Appendix II.

We thank all authors of this this jubilee book
for the work put into preparing the different
contributions and we wish all book lovers a
pleasant numismatic reading,

We finally acknowledge the generous support
of the Sven Svensson and Gunnar Ekstrom
Foundations, a support that has made the printing
of this jubilee book possible. The vice chairman of
NKU, Magnus Wijk, has made the layout of the
book in his customary professional way.
